Lost Balls – assuming you have played your shot, you have gone to where you believe the ball should 

be and you are unable to locate in the initial search, you must call the following group through, and 

then you have 5 minutes to search, if not found then return to where you hit from and re hit your 

shot taking the appropriate penalty. 

Motorised Buggies – to all motorised buggy user’s, it has come to our attention that in recent 

months a number of buggies have been driven and parked right up next to the green’s, as member’s 
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you would all be aware you should be NO closer than 10 meters from any of the green’s, please 

adhere to this, out on the course and use common sense.
