Housekeeping and Golf Etiquette –  

It has come to our attention that there are a few etiquettes of Golf that seem to been forgotten, 

would everyone be aware of what is expected: - 

 When coming and playing, please ensure you always give right of way to the Grounds Staff 

 When commencing your round please ensure you give right of way to any player’s coming 

up the ninth fairway that are going onto play their Back Nine 

 Always play the course as it was intended, 1 through 9 and 10 through 18, don’t make your 

own rules and jump around as you see fit. (if playing a shot gun start, you should still play 

in the appropriate order of hole’s) 

 When playing a social round, we understand that sometimes you would like to hit an 

‘extra’ ball when playing, 2 balls are acceptable, and this should only be when you don’t 

have other players behind you, it is not acceptable to hit as many balls as you would like. 

 It is not acceptable to use any of the ‘Green’s’ as your personal chipping and/or putting 

green, if you want to do either practice chipping and or putting please go to the practice 

area’s and play there.
